In 2000, the US Fish and Wildlife Service signed a perpetual conservation easement with the landowner, Dennis Bennett.  Upon developing a restoration plan that implemented the required habitat elements found in the Biological Opinion, USFWS created a matrix of sloped channels within a highly contoured upland base in September 2001.  In September 2002, Sacramento River Partners, a community-based non-profit organization that restores and protects riparian habitat, entered into an agreement (#114202G123) with the USFWS to design and restore the project area to upland habitat.

Technical Information

	Biological 
	This project focuses on the next phase, revegetation of the site, with principally native grass and some shrubby woody species.  The planting design incorporates native grasses over most of the unit with shrubby woody species and low herbaceous species along discrete patches of the slough channels.  The plant design also includes planting two rows of trees and shrubs as a buffer strip along County Road Z to discourage giant garter snake from the road area and provide a wildlife screen from road traffic.
